4. Applicant must have earned at least one varsity letter in each of two sports

5. Applicant must complete attached scholar/essay application

6. Applicant must have a letter of recommendation from the high school athletic administrator/director

7. School athletic administrator/director must be an NIAAA member and a member of their respective state athletic administrators association

8. The principal and athletic administrator/director must sign the application to ensure that the academic information submitted is accurate

9. Submit participation information for grades 9-12 only.

10. All materials must be postmarked to the NIAAA Liaison in your respective state (see attached) no later than February 28, 2009

NIAAA Section Winners
one male and one female will each receive a $1,000 scholarship and a certificate recognizing then as section winners
National Winners
one male and one female will each receive a $2,000 scholarship and a medallion recognizing then as national winners
